COLLECTION DEVELOPMENT
· Policy—how does your collection fit in/enhance existing policy? 
· Scope—what types of zines will you collect? (Genre, age group, broad geographical region, subject, etc.)
TECHNICAL SERVICES

· Cataloging—how will the collection be cataloged—item level? Finding aids? How will this impact the department’s workflow? 
· Processing—will the zines be bound? Tattle-taped? 
· Shelving—by author? Title? What kind of furniture? 
ACCESS

· Circulation—will they or won’t they? If so, how? 
· Population—will you let in people unaffiliated with your institution? 
PRESERVATION

· Print—will you preserve them? Many libraries do not.
· Electronic—permissions/copyright issues. Orphan works. 
BUDGET & FUNDING

· Things that will cost money—everything costs money. Be honest about how much. At Barnard, the big expense was the shelving. 
· Budget—can you find the money in your existing budget, or are there
· Grant opportunities available. Will you really have the time to write grants? 
ZINE-OGRAPHY

· Literature review—what’s special about your approach to collecting zines? 
· Distros and Infoshops—identify local and online sources for your collection area
· Collections—what types of collections are out there at near & peer institutions?
· Community—from whom will you get advice and support? 
ADVANTAGES & DISADVANTAGES 

Consider everything, especially the time and energy the collection will draw.
